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The RSP Phasedown Training module consists of presentation slides with instructor’s notes, handouts, suggested exercises, and activities. Qualified instructors are to utilize this when conducting training sessions for crisis counselors, team leaders, and other CCP staff. The materials are designed to ensure that all CCP staff, across programs nationally, receive consistent, reliable, and current information on the CCP as well as best practices in disaster behavioral health.

The RSP Phasedown Training should be conducted at least 6 weeks prior to the

closeout of the CCP. The training content prepares the CCP leadership and staff to meet the needs of individuals, community, and staff specific to the phasedown and closeout of the RSP. 
The RSP Phasedown Training addresses the following:
· Issues associated with RSP phasedown.

· Strategies that build individual and community resilience. 

· Strategies to leave a legacy for survivors, the community, and staff.

· Strategies to address staff morale, and future plans.

· Developing a written phasedown plan.

· Programmatic and fiscal closeout reports.

At the conclusion of the training session, the instructor should complete the CCP Training Feedback Form for Trainers and Leadership and have the participants complete the CCP Training Feedback Form for Participants. All feedback forms are to be returned to the State CCP director, who will forward them to the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration Disaster Technical Assistance Center (SAMHSA DTAC). The feedback will be used by Federal partners for the continuous update and improvement of the Trainer’s Toolkit.
