There were 1,934 FSP client identifiers in the original file. This file was matched to the CSI
data to get the SSN. There was some success in obtaining a SSN.

The file, now containing the CCN and SSN, was read in to SAS to match with the Medi-Cal
data. Of the 1,934 client records, there were 972 valid IDs. The invalid 962 IDs had data
errors (could not even read it in SAS), missing or zero-filled data fields.

The % match and no-match to Medi-Cal is based on the number of valid IDs.
The statewide match percent is 72.12%.
